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Purpose
Approximately 95% to 97% of ectopic pregnancies occur in the fallopian tubes. It is important to recognize and specify whether a salpingectomy or salpingotomy has been performed. Salpingectomy is total removal of the fallopian tube while salpingotomy refers to incising the wall, then removing the contents of the fallopian tube.

Procedure 
1. Measure in three dimensions. 
2. State the presence or absence of a fimbriated end.
3. Photograph how the specimen was received. 
4. Describe the serosa, making sure to note a rupture site if present. Describe any other findings (adhesions, cysts, hemorrhage).
5. Serially section and describe the cut surfaces including the presence or absence of grossly obvious chorionic villi and/or fetal tissue. 
6. Photograph the cut surfaces. 

Sections for Histology
1. Submit 1-2 blocks of chorionic villi. If not identified, submit the entire specimen. 
2. Submit 1-2 blocks from any separate tissue/blood clot (which may represent POC).
3. Submit 1-2 representative cross sections of uninvolved fallopian tube and the entire fimbriated end longitudinally sectioned (can all be placed in one block). 
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
