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Purpose
Tubal ligation is a surgical procedure to prevent pregnancy and is sometimes referred to as sterilization. It is common to receive a salpingectomy with the fimbriated end. It is less common to receive a small fragment of the fallopian tube to evaluate for a complete cross section/lumen. 

Procedure 
1. Measure the length and greatest diameter of the fallopian tube. 
2. State the presence or absence of a fimbriated end. 
3. Describe the serosa including any abnormalities (adhesions, paratubal cysts)
4. Describe the cut surfaces including the presence or absence of a complete lumen.

Sections for Histology
1. [bookmark: _Hlk220055623]Longitudinally section the fimbria with approximately 0.5 cm of attached fallopian tube and submit entirely. 
2. Submitt a cross section of fallopian tube in the same block if able. Do not add additional blocks for cross sections.
3. If a small segment of fallopian tube is received without fimbria, submit up to 3 cross sections of fallopian tube in one block. Ink the cut surface red to ensure proper embedding. 
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
