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Purpose
For staging malignant ovarian tumors, omentum and other biopsies are often submitted and are evaluated for tumor involvement. 

Procedure 
1. Measure in three-dimension and examine the external surface, describing any adhesions, tumor nodules or omental caking.
2. Serially section, looking for and palpating for evidence of tumor involvement. Measure and give a range in size if there is more than one nodule present. The most important points for staging are whether there is microscopic involvement of grossly unremarkable omentum and whether macroscopic disease is greater than or less than 2 cm in greatest dimension.

Sections for Histology
1. If no gross lesion(s) is present, submit 5 cassettes with 2 pieces of omentum in each for a total of 10 sections. Make sure to sample multiple different areas.
2. If gross tumor is present, submit 1-2 representative sections of tumor in one cassette. If the specimen is post-neoadjuvant therapy, 3 blocks of tumor/possible tumor should be submitted. 
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
