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Purpose
To establish a procedure on how to effectively gross streak gonads due to congenital developmental disorders of the reproductive system.
	
Procedure
· Take images of the tissue.
· Weigh and measure specimen. Try to discern structures, if possible (i.e. fallopian tube, ovary, fimbriae)
· If possible, separate the fallopian tube from the ovary. Transect the fimbriated end and bivalve. Serial section the remaining fallopian tube, if identified. It’s a good idea to ink the lumen red so that tissue is embedded correctly (lumen en face).
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Recognizable gonads (ovaries or testis) are often small/streak and should be  placed in cassette as is along the long access without cutting. Each gonad in a separate cassette without attached tubes or soft tissue. If large bivalve.
· Describe and photograph any gross findings.

Sections for Histology
· Submit entire specimen but try to separate structures in different cassettes.

Sample Dictation
“Left streak gonads”, Received in a small container filled with formalin is a 1.9 gram salpingo-oophorectomy specimen, consisting of: fallopian tube (2.1 x 0.3cm) and ovary (1.0 x 0.6 x 0.5cm). The fallopian tube is markedly distorted with fibrotic cut surfaces, a partial-pinpoint lumen and poorly defined fimbria. The ovary is markedly atrophic in appearance. Photographs taken for future reference.
